(Please note that
Poetry is the opposite, attachments are preferred. (word, rtf)

*Submissions should include "Submission/Fiction” and your name in the email.

*Simultaneous/previously published submissions really discouraged. If you have concerns,
please feel free to contact us. Feel free to ask us why if this upsets you.

*We are looking for your original work. Work that has been part of a workshop forum is
acceptable, but please do not send us work that has been all over the internet. By submitting, you
are representing the work as your own.

*Authors/Artists retain all rights to work. We will post the work and maintain it in our archives
for at least the month's duration, that is all we ask. We do not seek to control or limit the use of
work that belongs to you indefinitely. It is nice when people mention that the work appeared in
Full Of Crow or link to us, or mention us.
